Used to hold the crankshaft pulley and allow the pulley bolts to be loosened one at a time
without turning the crankshaft as shown in Fig:2a and 2b.

Used to lock the balance shafts in their timed position as shown in Fig:3. Assemble C, D, E
and F as shown.
