Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or
serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or

battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

Work area safety

— Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

— Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

— Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

Electrical safety

— Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will
reduce risk of electric shock.

5.3 RESIDUAL RISK

extensive instructions of safe working with power tools, every power tool involves a certain
residual risk which can not be completely excluded by safety mechanisms.

5.4 CONNECTION TO THE POWER SUPPLY

Caution: Risk of electric shock. Do not open.

This appliance is supplied with a moulded 3 pin mains plug for your safety. The value of the fuse
fitted is marked on the pin face of the plug. Should the fuse need replacing, ensure the substitute
is of the correct rating, approved to BS1362 and ASTA or BSI Kite marked.

The fuse cover is removable with a small plain slot screwdriver. Ensure the fuse cover is replaced
before attempting to connect the plug to an electrical outlet. If the cover is missing, a replacement
must be obtained or the plug replaced with a suitable type.

If a replacement plug is to be fitted this must be carried out by a qualified electrician.

The damaged or incomplete plug, when cut from the cable should be disabled to prevent
connection to a live electrical outlet.

This appliance is Class IIf and is designed for connection to a power supply matching that detailed
on the rating label and compatible with the plug fitted.

If an extension lead is required, use an approved and compatible lead rated for this appliance.
Follow all the instructions supplied with the extension lead.

tDouble insulated @ : This product requires no earth connection as supplementary insulation is
applied to the basic insulation to protect against electric shock in the event of failure of the basic
insulation.

IMPORTANT

If using an extension lead, follow the instructions that came with your lead regarding maximum
load while cable is wound. If in doubt, ensure that the entire cable is unwound. Using a coiled
extension lead will generate heat which could melt the lead and cause a fire.

7. UNPACKING AND CHECKING

7.1 PACKAGING

Carefully remove the product from the packaging and examine it for any sign of damage that may
have happened during shipping. Lay the contents out and check them against the parts shown
below. If any part is damaged or missing, please contact the Draper Help Line (the telephone
number appears on the Title page) and do not attempt to use the product.

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8. BASIC HEAT GUN OPERATIONS

Note: Isolate the power source by either removing
the power supply plug from the socket, or battery
from the tool, before carrying out adjustment,
servicing or maintenance.

IMPORTANT: Ensure that the machine is switched
OFF before connecting to the power supply.

8.1 ON/OFF SWITCH - FIG.1

The ON/OFF switch has three positions/settings:

— Position O is off.

— Position 1 (1) is a 400°C heat (approx.)

— Position 2 (11) is high heat approximately 600°C.

8.2 FREE-STANDING OPERATION
- FIG.2

This heat gun can be positioned free-standing. This
allows the user to have both hands free which is
essential for certain applications, e.g. pipe bending,
plastic welding, etc. Position the heat gun on it's
end, only on a level suitable surface.

Note: Never leave the heat gun unattended or
switched on.

8.3 THERMAL OVERLOAD
PROTECTION

Please note this machine is fitted with a safety
thermal overload protection. If the product, is

continuously used too close to the workpiece resulting in over heating and the machine potentially
catching fire, the thermal overload protection will be activated and heat production will stop.

Note: The fan and motor will continue to run, drawing in cool air past the thermal overload
protection device. After a short time (10 seconds) the hot air gun will automatically start producing

heat again.

Warning! Remember the nozzle will remain hot for sometime — a safe storage location should be

used.

Continued thermal overload protection activation may cause permanent damage. If the heat gun
becomes too hot as in misuse situations then a permanent fail safe will operate and the heat gun

will become inoperable.

8. BASIC HEAT GUN OPERATIONS

Note: The following instructions should only be
used as a guide as the ideal temperature should be
ascertained by performing a test on the workpiece.
Heating efficiency will vary depending on the
properties of the workpiece, and the distance kept
between the metal nozzle and the workpiece itself.

8.4 PAINT REMOVAL FROM WINDOW
FRAMES - FIG.3

Important: Do not direct the hot air gun at the glass
during use as it may crack. Always use the glass
protection nozzle (7). Do not touch the glass with
the hot nozzle.

8.5 HEATING AND SHAPING PLASTIC
TUBING - FIG.4

Fit the reflector hook nozzle (9). Switch the hot air
gun on to the low heat setting and, carefully heat
the tubing evenly moving it from side to side.

8.6 DEFROSTING WATER PIPES
- FIG.5

Important: Do not defrost plastic tubing/piping.

Fit the reflector hook nozzle (9). Switch the hot air
gun on to the higher heat setting and, gently heat
the frozen area of the pipe starting from the edge of
the area and moving in towards the centre.
Important: Take care not to heat the pipe too
quickly as this could cause the pipe to crack and
burst. Do not overheat water pipe joints as these
are only soldered together (max. 200°C).

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9. MAINTENANCE AND TROUBLESHOOTING

9.1 MAINTENANCE

Regular inspection and cleaning reduces the necessity for maintenance operations and will keep
your tool in good working condition.

The motor must be correctly ventilated during tool operation. Avoid blocking the air inlets and
vacuum the ventilation slots regularly.

9.2 TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Note: Isolate the power source by either removing the power supply plug from the socket, or
battery from the tool, before carrying out adjustment, servicing or maintenance.

Motor does not start. 1. Blown fuse in plug. 1. Replace fuse.
