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6. Assembling Instructions

1. The following parts need assembling before the oil
drainer can be used.

Castors/Wheels (13)

« Insert the bolts on the top of the castors into the
flange plates. Slide the flat washer, circlip and cover
nut onto the bolt, tighten securely.

« Slide the two wheels onto each end of the axle at the
base of the tank. Secure with the washer and bolt and
tighten.

Handle (7)

« Insert the handle into the two slots on the side of the
tank, tighten with screws.

0il Pan (1)/Drainage Tube (3)

« Insertthe oil drainage tube into the top of the tank
and tighten using the height adjustment knob.

« Attach the pan to the top of the oil drainage tube,
tighten securely. Then place the plastic screen into
the pan.

Vacuum Attachment with Drip Tray (15)

» Assemble the vacuum attachment. Then insert the
end of the vacuum hose into the tank and tighten
securely. Use the screws and nuts to fit the tray to the
oil drainer.

7.3 Draining the Waste Oil Tank

The oil level indicator (9) on the side of the tank will
show the level of waste oil collected. Empty when at
the maximum level.

Ensure the oil pan valve (2), vacuum
and suction hose valves are closed before
draining the tank.

Put the end of the tank drainage hose (11) into a
suitable waste oil container.

. Connect an air supply to the air connector (6) and

open the air valve (fig.5).

. Then open the tank drainage hose valve (12).
. After all the oil has been transferred from the tank to

the waste container, close the hose drainage valve
(12) and disconnect the air supply.

. Open the valve on the vacuum attachment hose.
. Use the vacuum attachment (14) to clean up any oil

spillages.

. Assoon as the oil spillage is cleared, close the valve

and disconnect the air supply.




8. Maintenance and Troubleshooting

8.1 General Maintenance .

» When not in use, disconnect from the air supply, vent
the tank and store in a safe, dry and childproof place.

» Checkthe suction air hoses for signs of wear and tear
before each use. Ensure that all connections are
secure.

 Regularly unscrew and clean the vacuum spool (19).

» To prevent corrosion do not store waste oil in the tank
for long periods.

» Wipe the surface areas of the oil drainer regularly with
amild soap and damp cloth to keep it clean and free
from oil.

» When notin use storein a cool, dark place and out of
direct sunlight.

8.2 Troubleshooting
